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How to understand the new Ancestry Search options

ANSWER

Ancestry offers several methods of searching to allow users to more easily and efficiently located an ancestor's information.
Here's how we've made searching Ancestry better:

Search Sample 1

Refine Search— Easily add information or remove it from your search - no more scrolling to the bottom of the page.
Categories— Narrow your search by new, better organized content categories and subcategories.

Matching Person— Get the best matches possible from family trees on Ancestry.

Record Preview— Hover over a search result to preview more detailed information without having to click on the
result.

Image Snapshot— View sections of newspaper images highlighting your search terms to see whether a match is
relevant.

6. Photo Results— See thumbnails of photos in your search results.

7. Record Counts— Quickly learn how many matches you have.

8. Site-wide Search— Search all of Ancestry at once without sacrificing a thing - and find photos, historical records,
newspapers and histories all on the same page in a simpler, easier-to-read layout.

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Printing Options in Ancestry

or an image with separate citation page (Option 2).

Can use My Canvas (Option 3) to enhance crop,
enlarge, add border to image

Can save the image to your flash drive
Can send the image to yourself using email

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Searching Family Search

Website.

Both Ancestry and Family Search make webinars that can be accessed on
line for beginning and advanced genealogists.
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Find records for individuals under the Records tab ,
including census records, birth records, death records etc.

Includes IGI records.

Do not yet have census images for 1910,20,30. Those
images are on Ancestry and can be accessed through
family search with the username/password for Ancestry. If
you are at the library , ask the receptionist to enter that
information when it is needed.

Find individuals in trees in Trees tab -- go to the previous
site to access pedigree charts. (AF and PRF)

Access the family history library catalog through the
Catalog tab. Access family histories (digitized) under the
Books tab
